Students, please take out your word books for your next 5 vocabulary words.
Remember, these are the words that will help you “get it”.
Please write the word DEFINE in your wordbook.  Define usually means to name or identify.

Underneath define write the word DERIVE.  Derive means to draw from or figure out.  

Now write the word DISPUTE.  Dispute means to disagree 

Next write the word EDIT.  Edit means to review or revise.

Below edit write the word EVALUATE.  Evaluate usually means to appraise or calculate.

Students, please take out your wordbooks for the next 5 vocabulary words.

Now write the word EXAMINE.  Examine means to look closely.  
Underneath define write the word FOCUS.  Focus usually means the main idea.  

The next word is IDENTIFY.  Identify means to recognize.  

Please write the word ILLUSTRATE.  Illustrate usually means to make clear, explain, or show with pictures.  

Below illustrate write the word INDICATE.  Indicate means to show.
