Students, please take out your word books for your next 4 vocabulary words.
Remember, these are the words that can help us better understand what we are learning.
Today’s words are SCAN, SELECT, SIMILAR and SOURCE.  

Write the word SCAN first.  To scan something means to look over quickly.  

Next write the word SELECT.  To select something means to choose.

Underneath select write the word SIMILAR.  To be similar is to be alike.  

The last word for today is SOURCE.  A source is a starting place.

Today’s first word is SPECIFIC.  Specific means exact. 

The second vocabulary word is SPECULATE.  To speculate means to form a tentative conclusion.  

Underneath the word speculate write the word SUMMARY.  A summary sums things up.

Your last academic vocabulary word is UTILIZE.  Utilize means to take full advantage.  

Teachers, discuss the words, write the word, a synonym, definition and a sample sentence.

These are your week 4 vocabulary words: scan, select, similar, source, specific, speculate, summary, and utilize.  Make sure all these words are in your wordbook with their definitions and a sample sentence.
