Mr. Lisker – Uh, well, I don’t remember.

Strong – That’s ok I can pull up your scores.  You know they 



follow you from grade school straight onto high school.  Let’s 

see how you did? (pulls up scores on computer)  Oh wow.   You didn’t do very well.  You did well in elementary school, you did ok in grade 6, but in grade 7 and 8 your scores dropped 

drastically.  What happened?  Did you not understand the

Scene 3

Mr. Green – Back at Webster, May 2010, Ms. Teem’s homeroom 1st 

day of CST testing

Teems – (standing at the door greeting his students)  Good morning, 
good morning, how’s it going, put on your uniform shirt. BLAH BLAH BLAH……….
Mr. Lisker – (High 5’s Advisory Teacher) How’s it going?

Teems – Hey Kane.  Are you ready for CST Testing?  Did you get 
enough sleep?

Mr. Lisker – Nah, I was up late watching TV.

Teems – That might not have been the smartest choice.  (To the class) 

OK take your seats, it’s time to get started on the CST Tests.  Do you remember all the test prep we did?  We talked about needing to eat a proper breakfast?  Did everyone get enough sleep?

Mr. Lisker – (to himself) Smart choice, whatever.  They are just stupid tests.

Mr. Lisker – (slouching in his chair, to himself) A, A, A, B, B, B, C, C, C, D, 

D, D These tests are so boring. A, B, B, A, C, D, D, C   But at least I can knock out when I am done I am tired.  Wonder what’s for lunch I bit hungry. 
Scene 4

Present Day back in High School Counselor’s office
Green – Back to the Present Day, Uni High, Counselor’s Office
Strong – Hello Hector, are you listening?  Did you take the CST Test 
                            seriously?  Did you try?
Mr. Lisker – I didn’t know it would be a big deal.  I am smarter than what 


these scores show.

Strong     – Well, the good news is you will have plenty of time in high 


school to show us what you know.  It’s a shame that you didn’t



take the tests seriously so that you could have the classes you 



need.

Mr. Lisker – It sure is.  I wish I could go back to Webster and tell all the 



students how important these tests are.
